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Hong Kong Student Forensic
Science Competition 2021

In order to celebrate Sik Sik Yuen’s 100th anniversary and increase the
interest of primary and secondary students in science and technology,
and cultivate their scientific inquiry skills, critical thinking and
problem-solving skills, the Sik Sik Yuen Education Committee
co-organized the Hong Kong Student Forensic Science Competition
with Ho Yu College and Primary School (Sponsored by Sik Sik Yuen),
together with the SSY Biotechnology Mobile Laboratory, and the Amino
Labs and STEMily.

On the day of the competition, a total of 43 teams from different
schools and a total of 172 primary and secondary students
participated. All of them acted as criminal investigators, using
knowledge and skills from different fields to collect evidence at the
scene of a simulated crime to analyze and solve the crime.

Recreating the scene of the crime as if you were in it
This competition was held in our school. Our teachers played different
suspects and victims. The costumes of the characters were realistic,
and the participants acted as if they were at the scene. The laboratory
is equipped with gel electrophoresis for DNA fingerprint analysis for
participants to guess the murderer, so that participants can learn
related biological knowledge while enjoying the competition. We could
feel their interest and enthusiasm for the competition. The seriousness
of the participanis demonstrated the success of this competition.

After the fierce competition, we were honored to invite the students
from Diocesan Boys' School Affiliated Primary School to share their
feelings about the competition. They said that they liked to read
detective novels and found it very interesting to observe a murder
scene and use a microscope to analyse clothes. Students even
thought that through this competition, they could learn how to analyse
DNA and the scientific knowledge related to DNA fingerprints. In the
process of searching for evidence, they realized that a satisfactory
conclusion can only be drawn through comprehensive analysis.

We also interviewed students from Tuen Mun Government Primary
School. They said that in addition to learning different forensic
knowledge through participating in the competition, they also came
into contact with different pieces of scientific equipment. This
competition made them even more aware of scientific knowledge that
can also be used in daily life.

Apply what you have learned in your daily life

Science may seem profound, but it is closely related to our daily lives.
Through this competition, students learned to apply various
technologies, such as DNA testing, fingerprint analysis, blood splash
analysis,. etc.-They- also saw that science has made a profound
contribution to mankind. Students have benefited.a lot from scientific
knowledge and teamwork in this competition. We hope they can apply
what they have learned in their daily lives in the future.

Whenever talking about Campus TV, many senior students
would be reminded of GJ.

Currently,
GJ is studying Mechanical Engineering at the University of
Hong Kong. It is our honor to invite GJ, one of our alumni, to
tell us his university life.

What is the biggest difference between leaming in
university and learning in secondary school? How did
you adapt to the new mode of leaming, and how did
you overcome any difficulties?

The biggest difference is that you and only you are
responsible for your learning. There are no teachers to
encourage you or force you, no classmates who actively
remind you nor to follow. If you want to learn, then you need
to find out ways to learn on your own.

To adapt to this new mode of learning, having an "if not me
then who" mindset is quite important. This is because you
can no longer rely on anyone but yourself. One way to
overcome these difficulties is to be proactive in seeking help
from people or from online resources.

Being the first batch of students using self-regulated
learning, do you think self-regulated learning helped
you in your university life?

To be honest, | think it has really helped me a lot, because
through self-regulated learning, | was already used to
looking for answers and solutions myself and not just relying
on the teacher to give out all the answers. This is exactly
how learning is in university, where how much you learn
really just depends on how much you look for knowledge,
rather than what is given to you on a plate.

| would say, my academic life is very free and flexible. If you
want to do well, then you work hard.
